Desjuante Boyd for the murder of 18 year-old 
Shawn Hunt. On August 16th, Hunt was sitting in 
a car in the Wal-Mart at 66th & Memorial, when 
Boyd pulled a weapon and allegedly shot Hunt 
once in the head. Witnesses place Boyd at the 
vehicle and later running across the parking lot 
after the shot was fired. Boyd later confessed to 
the murder.Arrested

Detectives quickly put these suspects in 
the hot seat! Thanks to detectives, they 
were able to put ID's out to the media and 
surrounding agencies. They were taken 
into custody at a QuikTrip in Verdigris, 
OK by Verdigris Police. Jose Lopez and 
Edin Lopez, are both being charged with 
1st degree murder  for the August 15th 
murder of Fransico Jimenez. He was 
fatally shot after an altercation with Jose 
Lopez.

While the loss of your property can certainly be irritating and cost you money, 
your sense of privacy and safety are weakened. Burglars not only rob you of 
your belongings, they also cause a wide variety of emotional and sometimes 
psychological troubles. There are three key issues to reduce the risk of 
becoming a victim. Here are some reminders to keep your property and your 
family safe:

Don’t provide opportunity. Keep your doors and windows locked. Keep 
your storage units/garage doors closed and locked. Easy access 
makes you a suitable target.

Don’t allow your home to appear unattended or vacant. Keep a light on, 
curtains drawn, occasional visitors, and have your mail held on 
vacations. Instead make it look as though someone is home, a guard 
dog, roaming neighborhood security, or an alarm system. Having your 
home ‘guarded’ deters criminal activity.

Don’t display or show off your possessions. At dusk, or when your not 
home, be sure to close your curtains so as not to advertise your 
valuables or financial status to a potential burglary. Do not set boxes 
of recently purchases large-ticket items, out by the curb for trash pick-
up. Keep your possessions concealed and out of sight.  If they see 
something they want, the criminal becomes motivated.
