Edward Byrne Memorial, 
2025 Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program

The City of Tulsa, as the selected fiscal agent, intends to submit an application for the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program in the amount of $413,630.   

The disparate jurisdictions of the City of Tulsa and Tulsa County will use their JAG funds to support the Tulsa County Sheriff’s Office and the Tulsa Police Department with personnel and equipment enhancements.  The Tulsa Police Department will be using the funds for Burglary Unit Enforcement, Forensic Computer System, Glock 43 X Pistols, Ballistic Shield,  FARO Crime Scene Scanner, Fatality Traffic Investigation Equipment, IPTM Traffic Crash Reconstruction Course Training, Finger Print Scanner, Communications Unit Cameras, RID Division Crime Prevention and Reduction Enforcement, RID Division Camera Upgrade, Fentanyl Investigations, Bomb Technician Training, AR 15 Training System, Moving Target System, Dive Safety Equipment, MK-9 OC Canisters, Pepper Ball and Gas Mask Program, SRT Communication Headsets, Defensive Tactics Equipment, CNC Milling Machine, 12 Gauge Launcher Munitions, Training Munitions, Sabre MK-09 OC Canisters.  The Tulsa County Sherriff’s Office will use the funds to purchase Night Vision Scopes.  These projects will increase officer safety and allow the officers to serve the public more efficiently.

To comply with grant requirements, the Tulsa Police Department is posting notification of the application for a
period of 30 days.
